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BENCH ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 1

A.) Attach the Main Seat Support (#5) onto the Front Post (#4).

B.) Secure it with two M10 x 3 34 Allen Bolts (#1), four @ 34” Washers (#2),
and two M10 Aircraft Nuts (#11).

C.) Do not tighten the Nuts and Bolts yet.
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STEP 2

A.)Attach the Main Seat Support (#5) onto the Rear Stabilizer (#6) make
sure Warning Sticker is facing up.

B.) Secure it with two M10 x 3 34 Allen Bolts (#1), four @ 34” Washers (#2),
and two M10 Aircraft Nuts (#11).

C.) Securely tighten all Nuts and Bolts installed.
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STEP 3

A.) Place the Seat Pad (#9) onto the Main Seat Support Assembly (#5).
B.) Secure it with four M8 x 1 Allen Bolts (#7) and @ 5/8” Washers (#3).
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STEP 4

A.)Attach the Backrest Board (#8) to the Main Seat Support Assembly (#5).
B.)Secure it with two M8 x 2 3/4” Allen Bolts (#10) and @ 5/8” Washers (#3).
C.)When adjusting the Backrest Board to an incline position, simply pull up the
board. When adjusting the Board to decline or flat positions, press or step
down on the Backrest Adjustment Lever to disengage the Lever to
allow the Board to go down.
